PART 1 - GENERAL
1.1 SUMMARY
A. Furnish and install athletic equipment as indicated on the drawings and specified herein, including all labor, materials, equipment, and accessories required for complete installation.

1.7 DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING
A. Inspect all materials upon delivery for damage or defects. Report issues to the Owner’s Representative immediately.
B. Store materials in a clean, dry environment, elevated above ground and under protective cover.
C. Handle materials carefully to prevent damage, following manufacturer’s recommendations.

3.3 ADJUSTING AND CLEANING
A. Adjust equipment for proper operation as required.
B. Clean all exposed surfaces and remove debris, packaging, and waste materials from the site.
3.4 PROTECTION
A. Protect installed equipment from damage during construction and until final acceptance by the Owner.
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
